INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Make sure the truck is sitting on level ground. With the front and rear tires blocked, set the emergency brake and place
the truck in neutral.

2. Remove the two bolts securing the drive shaft carrier bearing to the frame cross member. SUPPORT THE DRIVE
SHAFT WITH ROPE OR A STRAP, DO NOT LET IT HANG WITHOUT SUPPORT.

3. Determine the amount of shims necessary for the amount of suspension lift installed. For a 4.5” lift you will start with 1”
worth of shims and the 2 1/2” bolts. For 6” of lift you will start with 1 ¥4” worth of shims and the 2 1/2” bolts. For 8” of
lift use all the supplied shims and 3 1/2” bolts.

4. Place the shims in between the carrier bearing and frame. Place lock washer, followed by a flat washer on each bolt and
insert them though the carrier bearing and shims, into the frame inserts. Fully torque all hardware to 30 ft/Ibs.

5.  After driving the vehicle, small adjustments can be made by adding or removing shims until the vibration is reduced or
eliminated. If shims are added, be sure to use the proper bolt length to ensure that there is full thread engagement into
the frame inserts. Because of the added leverage induced by larger tires and lift systems, all driveline vibrations cannot
be completely eliminated.
