**Warning! Icon Vehicle Dyanmics recommends that you exercise extreme caution when working under a 

vehicle that is supported with jack stands. 
Your new coil-over assemblies come charged with the correct amount nitrogen!  

Do not release pressure from the charge port, for that will cause the shock to malfunction! 
Your new coil over assembly has been pre-loaded at the factory to net approximately 2” of lift. 

 
 

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS: 

 
1. ENSURE TRUCK IS IN GEAR OR IN PARK, SET PARKING BRAKE, TURN OFF ENGINE AND 

CHOCK TIRES! 

2. With the vehicle sitting on level ground measure from the center of the hub to the top of the fender 
opening.  Record this measurement, you will refer to it later to set ride height. 

3. Jack up the front of the truck and support with jack stands under the frame rail and remove the wheels. 
4. Remove the 3 nuts securing the upper coil seat to the frame perch.  Do not loosen or remove the 

larger center nut securing the spring seat to the shock shaft!!! This will result in the stock coil 
assembly coming apart violently causing damage to components and possible injury! 

5. Remove the 2 bolts securing the lower cross pin to the A-arm. Note: this bolt will be reused. 
6. Remove the stock assembly.  Due to rubber bushing stiffness you may need to pull down on the 

suspension. To make this easier you can use a pry bar over the top of the upper A-arm and under the 
pivot bolt for additional leverage.  Be careful not to damage any brake lines or wires that may be routed 
down the A-arm. 

7. Install new coil assembly. The lower cross pins are installed opposite one another with the shock eye 
offset to one side.  Install upper mount with the charge port pointing outward and shock offset toward 
the front of the vehicle (fat part of pin forward, nut reward). This will move the shock away from the 
axles shaft for clearance. 

8. Use (3) 3/8” bolts and flat washers to secure the upper mount with blue locktite. Tighten the bolts down 
to 30 ft/lbs. Install the lower shock mount to A-arm using the factory bolts. Torque to 40 ft/lbs. 

9. Reinstall the wheels and put the vehicle back on the ground.  Roll the vehicle back and forth a couple of 
feet and bounce the front end to allow the suspension to settle to its new ride height. Re-measure from 
hub center to top of fender opening, compare to measurement in step 2. 

10. The coil spring adjuster has been preloaded at the factory to net approximately 2 inches of lift or to level 
the vehicle.  However, the ride height is adjustable using a spanner wrench. To adjust ride height raise 
vehicle off the ground and support with jack stands, loosen set screw in adjuster ring and turn ring down 
for more lift or up for less lift. Retighten set screw, but do not over tighten or damage to the threads 

will occur! Do not exceed 1” of exposed thread between shock top cap and adjuster 
ring!! Although up to 3.5” of lift is attainable from this coil-over, it is not recommended 



to go over 2.5” due to alignment limitation of the stock A-arms. The addition of an 
aftermarket A-arm will allow proper alignment at higher lift heights.
