1. Using a properly rated jack, raise the front of the vehicle and support the frame rails with jack stands. Ensure the jack stands are 
secure and set properly before lowering the jack. NEVER WORK UNDER AN UNSUPPORTED VEHICLE. Remove the front wheels.

2. Using a jack, slightly lift the lower control arm to prevent the suspension from being at full droop.

3. Remove the ball joint nut with a 21mm socket/wrench.

4. The spindle will need to be supported so that it will not over extend the CV’s on 4wd models, or possibly damage steering 
components. Using a ball joint separator, detach the ball joint from spindle. 

5. With the upper control arm detached from the spindle, begin to loosen the upper control arm from its mounts in the frame using a 
24mm wrench/socket and remove factory upper control arm. 

6. Before installing your new ICON upper control arm, apply grease to the bushings. Failure to apply grease will result in premature 
wear of bushings as well as increased noise. [FIGURE 1]

7. Install the supplied tapered pin adapter (177058) into the control arm bearing. Insert the (157506) bearing cap into the top of the 
bearing and hand tighten the 12pt bolt. This will be torqued later with RED thread locker.

OVER STOCK. DISCUSS WITH A PROFESSIONAL ALIGNMENT SHOP THAT YOU WANT THE VEHICLE 
ALIGNED WITH THE CASTER AT THE MAXIMUM FACTORY RECOMMENDED SETTINGS TO TAKE AD-
VANTAGE OF THE DYNAMICS EFFECTS OF INCREASED CASTER.

3. IF VEHICLE FRAME IS BAD ENOUGH THAT THE FRONT CAMS ARE MAXED OUT AND THE ARM HAS 
TO COME TOWARDS THE TIRE, SLIGHT SANDING MAY BE REQUIRED ON THE DROOP STOP PORTION

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8. With the (174062) control arm completely assembled, slide the arm into the upper mounts and insert the OEM hardware loosely.

9. Line up the taper pin with the spindle and insert it without damaging the threads. Use supplied flange lock nut (605838) to install 
the taper to the spindle. [Torque to 75 ft-lbs]

10. Before tightening the factory hardware, grease the pivots at the zerk fittings with a grease gun until grease begins to come out of 
the bushing housing.

11. Tighten the factory upper control arm pivot hardware. [Torque to factory spec] 

12. Repeat steps on passenger side.

13. Install wheels and lower vehicle back to the ground. [Torque to factory spec]

14. With the vehicle on the ground, apply the supplied red thread lock to to the (605337) 12pt bolt and tighten. [Torque to 90 ft-lbs]

15. Have the vehicle professionally aligned, see tech note on alignment.

RETORQUE ALL NUTS, BOLTS AND LUGS AFTER 100 MILES AND PERIODICALLY THEREAFTER.

VERIFY ALL FASTENERS ARE PROPERLY TORQUED BEFORE DRIVING VEHICLE.
